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Colours 
 
In this topic, the 
students will 
learn all about 
colours and how 
colours are used 
in art.  
 
Through 
creative 
projects, the 
students will 
identify 
different 
colours, and 
how colours mix 
to create new 
colours.  
 
They will relate 
colours to 
different 
environments, 
themselves, and 
emotions.  
 

Nursery Rhymes 
 
In this topic, the 
students will 
develop their 
language skills 
through learning 
to recite rhymes.  
 
The students 
will develop 
skills in 
sequencing, 
repeating 
refrains, and 
building 
vocabulary 
around common 
Nursery rhymes.  
 
Opportunities 
through cross-
curricular 
activities will 
provide students 
with the ability 
to use new 
vocabulary and 
phrases in 
collaborative 
play.  
 

Houses and 
Homes 
 
In this block 
the children 
will be learning 
about different 
types of 
houses and 
homes. 
 
They will look 
at maps and 
atlases to 
understand 
different 
places in the 
world and the 
different ways 
people live. 
They will use 
this knowledge 
to contrast 
with their own 
experiences. 
 
The children 
will use box 
craft to 
explore 
designing and 
building their 
own homes. 
They will also 
explore new 
artistic 
techniques and 
draw and paint 
a fantasy 
home. 

Dinosaurs 
 
In this topic, the 
students will 
learn about the 
different 
dinosaurs by 
classifying 
dinosaurs into 
different groups. 
 
They will create 
dinosaur worlds 
to learn about 
the 
environments 
they lived in and 
create eggs and 
fossils to expand 
their knowledge.  
 
Throughout the 
topic, the 
students will 
build and 
expand their 
vocabulary to 
use in daily 
activities.
