Your Child’s School Attendance 

As a follow-up to a previous message in this update, I 

write again to remind all students and their families 

of the critical importance research places on high 

levels of student attendance in school, throughout 

the 15 years of a standard school career. The vast 

majority of all research results are overwhelming and 

obvious of course; in simple terms, the more regularly 

a student attends school, the more academically 

successful they are. 

 

 
 

For example, consider the two examples below: 

 

Student A has an average 97% attendance between 

Nursery and Y13 

• = 75 school days missed per year  
• = 15 school weeks 
• = 0.42 years full school years missed 

 

Student B has an average 80% attendance rate 

between Nursery and Y13 of: 

• = 540 school days 
• = 108 school weeks missed 
• = 3 full school years missed 

 

This example clearly demonstrates a huge difference 

in the experiences of student A and B. 

 

Whilst it is fantastic that we have a huge number of 

real-life Student A at BISL, we do also have some 

cases like Student B.  
 

The children in our community need us all to focus 

clearly on making every BISL student, a Student A.
